
Two Top 5 College Basketball Teams Set to Clash in Seattle 

Not often do two Top 5 teams square off in a non-conference college basketball game.  But for lucky 

fans in Seattle, that is expected to be the case on Saturday, December 20th at 1:00pm at KeyArena as the 

#2 Connecticut Huskies face the #5 Gonzaga Bulldogs. 

After the Huskies (7-0) defeated Wisconsin in the championship game of the Paradise Jam tournament 

and the Bulldogs (5-0) overpowered Tennessee in the finale of the Old Spice Classic, both teams 

remained on pace to be undefeated and ranked inside the Top 5 during their December 20th clash.   

Led by Hall of Fame Coach Jim Calhoun, UConn will feature a powerful front line led by 7-foot-3 

Hasheem Thabeet.  Through seven games this season Thabeet has been dominant, averaging 13.6 

points, 11.7 rebounds and 4.14 blocks per game. 

To combat the powerful UConn center, the Zags will use a balance scoring attack.  Led by reigning West 

Coast Conference Player of the Year Jeremy Pargo, Gonzaga features numerous scoring options 

including six players who average over 9.5 points per game. 

The Bulldogs and the Huskies last met on December 1, 2007 in Boston with the Zags prevailing by the 
score of 85 to 82.  Connecticut holds a 2-1 all-time series lead over Gonzaga.   

After winning the first three years of the Comcast Battle in Seattle, Gonzaga has run into some tough
